l. Before starting the appliance, check:

1.0 If the front glass is taken out of the appliance and the decoration material has not been installed yet.

2.0 If the appliance is levelled.

3.0 If the safety hatches are cleaned and closed.

4.0 If there’s a flue restrictor needed and is installed?
o Yes, mm
o No, not needed.

5.0 If the position of the wall- or roof terminal is according to the correct operation and building
regulations.

6.0 If the ventilation grids are installed and have in total min. 400cm? of free passage.

7.0 If all tie wraps are removed from the burner pipes and wiring.

8.0 Whether the ignition cable hang freely under the appliance and have no contact with any metal part.

9.0 If the service door is installed and gives access to the control unit.

L. Installation:
1.0 Check main gas connection for leakage.
2.0 Check the standing pressure unloaded and compare with the rating plate:
o Measured standing pressure unloaded: mbar (min./max. 20%, chapter 7)
o Deviation with the rating plate: mbar.
3.0 Start the fire with the remote control (or the optional I.T.C. APP).
4.0 Run the appliance on max. settings and all burners.
5.0 Check all gas connections for leakage.
6.0 Check the standing pressure loaded and compare with unloaded pressure:
o Measured standing pressure loaded: mbar.
7.0 Measure the thermocouple voltage pilot flame side:
(interrupter (red) / ground gas control block). This value must be between the 12 and 15 mV.
0 Measured value: mV.
8.0 Measure the thermocouple voltage solenoid valve side:
(interrupter (black) / ground gas control block). Value min. voltage 4,5 mV).
0O Measured value: mV.
9.0 Optional: measure the 2" thermocouple voltage main burner:
(5-pin plug (receiver) / ground gas control block). Value 2 mV within 20 seconds.
0 Measured value: mV.
10.0 Check the burner on high and low setting.
11.o0 Close and check all measuring nipples on leakage.

12.0 Switch off the appliance and let it cool down. Place the decoration material.

1l Decoration:
1.0 The decoration material is placed according to the instructions (chapter 6 or the decoration
instruction card).

2.0 Keep the pilot flame and if present the 2" thermocouple, free from the decoration material.

Iv. Representation of the flames and flue gas analysis:
1.0 The glass is cleaned on both sides (chapter 5, 8 and 9).

Please note! Avoid fingerprints on the glass, these are no longer removable once the fire is used!

2.0 Let the fireplace burn for at least 20 minutes at highest setting and check the flame for (chapter 7.1):
o Flame distribution;
o Colour of the flames.

3.0 Perform, when it’s possible, a flue gas analysis (see chapter 7.2).

4.0 Close and check all the measuring nipples on leakage.

V. Information and material for the customer:
1.0 Inform the customer personally about the correct use of:
o the appliance;
o the remote control;
o if present, the APP and it’s settings;
o the maintenance process.
1.0 Handover to the customer:
o theinstallation manual;
o the user manual;
0 the decoration instruction card;
o the suction cups;

O the Faber glass polish sample.
